Connecting to CALU Secure Wireless Network

First, open the control panel and locate the Network and Sharing Center.
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Once open, Click the “Manage Wireless Networks” text on the left hand side of the

window.
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Now a list of all wireless networks detected by windows is displayed.
is not available, click the “Add” button.
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Then click “Manually Create a network profile”.

For Network name, type in “CALUSECURE” (Case Sensitive). For the security type,
select 802.1x. Then click Next.
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Enter information for the wireless network you want to add

Once completed, CALUSECURE should appear in the list of available wireless
networks. Double click this to configure it.
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Click the tab labeled “Security”, and then click the Settings button.



Next, make sure that the button labeled “Validate server certificate” is unchecked. Then
click the Configure button.
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A popup window with only one option should appear. Make sure that the box is
unchecked, then click OK.
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Now click OK and close all of the windows. Open up the wireless connection manager
by right-clicking the “Connect to a Network” option.

Double-click the CALUSECURE entry.



A few moments later, a popup balloon will request additional information. Click this.

Windows should then prompt for a Username and password. This is the same which
you would use to access your e-mail. Do NOT include the @cup.edu in the user name.
The logon domain should be left blank.

You should now be connected to the CALUSECURE wireless network. If you have
any problems, please contact the CALU Tech support at x1575.
